Collective Worship Policy

As church schools, Chaddleworth St Andrew’s and Shefford C.E. Federated Primary Schools provide worship opportunities that are inclusive, invitational and inspiring. The worship of the school is based on promoting the Christian values which permeate the ethos of the school. As such, the contributions of staff, pupils, church clergy and other visitors are valued highly. We also follow the requirements of the 1988 Education Reform Act for Collective Worship. 
Intent

To provide opportunities for children to: 

· experience worship for themselves and reflect on their own thoughts 

· consider moral and spiritual issues which are of a Christian character 

· explore and share beliefs, appreciating and respecting the importance of religious beliefs to those who hold them

· participate and respond in various ways, i.e. active involvement in listening or participation, singing, music making, drama

· experience Christian Festivals and to explore Christian values and their relevance to everyday life

· hear and respond to selected stories from the Bible and other sources

· listen and respond to those from other denominations or faith backgrounds

· provide a time of quiet reflection, peace and prayer

· explore feelings of wonder, awe, mystery and joy, fostering spiritual development

· think of the needs of others and develop a sense of community

· worship at St. Mary’s, Great Shefford and St Andrew’s Chaddleworth 
Implementation

· The school will be sensitive to the fact that not all children will come from families with a religious background.

· The whole school will come together for Collective Worship at least once a week. On the remaining days, worship will be class or team based. 
· The local members of the clergy or people of faith communities are regularly invited into school to lead our collective worship.

· The usual format of collective worship starts with the welcome. A story is read or a theme is discussed and followed by time for reflection. Prayers relating to the story/ theme are shared, and the collective worship may be concluded with a hymn 
· Collective worship takes place daily.
· Different classes and individuals have the opportunity weekly and throughout the year to plan and lead acts of worship at school or at St Mary’s/St Andrew’s. 
Right to Withdraw 
Parents have the right, under the 1988 Act, to withdraw their children from all or parts of worship. It is a legal requirement that all children attend unless their parents have exercised their right to withdraw.
